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Brian Dent Limited – Re-Torque Declaration

It is ESSENTIAL that all drivers are aware of the necessity to re-torque wheels following a tyre change, or any procedure that requires the removal of a wheel. 
Wheels becoming detached from goods vehicles and buses almost always result in a catastrophic event. One of the main causes for a wheel falling off a vehicle is the failure to ensure the correct torque of the wheel nuts after wheel replacement. 
To make sure that you are protected from this, wheels have to be not only tightened to the correct torque when fitting, but checked again within manufacturers' recommendations At Brian Dent Limited our re-torque policy is 30 minutes standing/50 kilometres. Should wheel nuts require retightening then the procedure should be repeated until such time as the wheel nuts have met the manufacturer recommended rating.
When a wheel is removed and refitted (or changed) you should ask for a re-torque notification (this will usually be included on the form the tyre fitter gives you). It is your responsibility to visit a tyre fitting premises after the recommended distance (shown on the form) and get the torque checked. The fitter will sign your paperwork. Alternatively, WAIT 30 minutes for a re-torque procedure to be conducted at the fitting premises. 
Drivers are not expected to torque wheels themselves unless they have been fully trained and are using a calibrated wrench. Over tightening wheel nuts is no less dangerous as this can lead to stretching of the nuts and potential wheel loss. 
It is in your interests therefore to ensure correct re-torque happens and that the form is signed and brought back to the office. 
Should you have any queries whatsoever, then please discuss with your transport manager. 
I acknowledge receipt of, have read, understood and will adhere to re-torque procedure during the course of my employment. I also acknowledge that failure to apply/follow the re-torque procedure is an instant dismissal offence.
