Brian Dent Limited - EU Drivers Hours Regulations & Use of Tachograph Declaration

When you are driving any vehicle over 3.5t gvw in connection with a business you must use a tachograph to record working hours and comply with the EU driver's hours regulations and tachograph regulations.

If you fail to comply with the regulations, it may lead to loss (revocation), suspension, or curtailment (reduction of authorised vehicles) of the business's operator's licence. This could also leave both the operator and the driver open to prosecution and fines. 
Breaks from Driving 45 Minutes break after no more than 4.5 hours driving. Break can be divided into two periods, the first at least 15 minutes long and the second at least 30 minutes. 
Daily Driving Maximum of 9 hours. Can be extended to 10 hours - no more than twice in a fixed a week. A fixed week commences 00:00 hrs on a Monday to 24:00 hrs the following Monday. 
Weekly Driving Maximum is 56 hours 
Fortnightly Driving Maximum of 90 hours in any two-week period. 
Daily Rest is 11 uninterrupted hours. Although this can be reduced to a minimum of 9 hours no more than three times between weekly rests. The rest must be completed within 24 hours starting from the end of the lost daily or weekly rest period. 
Split Daily Rest may be taken in two periods with the first at least 3 hours long and the second at least 9 hours. Whenever you are splitting rest the total rest must be a minimum 12 hours in duration. 
Multi-Manning 9 hours daily rest must be taken within a period of 30 hours. The rest starts from end of the last daily or weekly rest period. For the first hour of multi-manning the presence of another driver is optional but for the remaining time it is compulsory. 
Ferry /Train Daily Rest a regular (at least 11 hours) daily rest period may be interrupted no more than twice by other activities of not more than 1 hour in total, provided the driver is accompanying a vehicle which is travelling by ferry or train and the driver has access to a bunk or couchette. 
Weekly Rest 45 Hours regular weekly rest, or a reduced weekly rest of at least 24 hours has to be commenced no later than the end of 6 x 24 hours from the end of the last weekly rest. In any two consecutive weeks a driver must have at least 2 weekly rests - one of which must be at least 45 hours long.  A weekly rest period that falls in two weeks may be counted in either week but not in both. However, a rest period of at least 69 consecutive hours in total may be counted as two back-to-back weekly rests (e.g. a 45-hour weekly rest followed by 24 hours), provided that the driver does not exceed 144 hours' work either before or after the rest period in question Any reductions must be compensated en block by on equivalent rest added to another rest period of at least 9 hours long. 

Drivers are required to use a tachograph to record their hours of work. Drivers must use the recording equipment from the moment they take over a vehicle and make record of the whole of their daily working period, including any duty time that may have taken place before they had access to the vehicle and recording equipment, together with any other periods of shift taken away from the vehicle.
You must also notify the operator of the name and address of other employers where you have two or more driving employers and hand in charts to the employer who first employed you.
